6. Conditional tenders and tenders without earnest money will not be accepted.

7. In case the date for opening of tender is declared as gazetted holiday the tender will be received/ opened on the next working day at the same time and place. 

8. The competent authority reserves the right to accept or reject any or all the tenders without assigning any reason.
 ELIGIBILITY CRITERIA  FOR THE CONTRACTORS     
1. The Contractors/ Firms having adequate ( minimum three years) experience in execution of conservation works are only eligible.

2. Individual’s/firms must provide information in support of their capability to carry Conservation works (profile, description of assignments completed successfully and in progress availability of appropriate skills among staff, project delivery capability etc.).

3. The applicant should have a proven track record of completing such works in record time..

4. The aggregate annual turnover of the contractor shall not be less than  Rs. 5 crores for the last three years

5. The agency / contractor should have adequate infrastructures to carry out the project such as equipments, man power etc.

6. In order to assess the suitability and competence of the applicants, information in respect of the following documents are required along with tender:
· Earnest money in the form of Demand Draft.

· Income Tax returns of last three years..

· Proof of registration with WORKS CONTRACT TAX / valid SALE TAX / Vat clearance certificate.

· Copies of conservation works executed in last three years along with work order/performance certificate & completion certificate duly attested.
· Profile of the company 

· Solvency certificates from the bankers to indicate financial position
· Audited balance sheet for previous THREE years.

· All above certificates / documents shall be submitted duly signed with seal and attested by a Gazetted Officer or an officer in PSE or their C.A.

· Attested copy of valid registration certificate for registration with any Government department and / or Public sector undertaking indicating the financial limit up to which the tenderer is entitled for submission of tender.

· Attested copy of Partnership Deed/ Memorandum and articles of association of the Company /Firm

· An affidavit stating "In case any ambiguity is noticed in the Documents, (List out Documents) submitted at any stage, we shall be entirely responsible and liable for any action as deemed fit under the Law".


Note: 

1. The tender documents and drawings may be downloaded from the above mentioned website from 03.09.10 onwards. Payment of Rs 5000/ (non refundable) towards tender document fees should be deposited in the form of Demand draft in favour of Punjab Heritage and Tourism Promotion Board, payable at Chandigarh along with the tender documents. Tenders submitted without tender fees will not be considered.

2. Double envelope system duly super-scribed, shall be adopted. In the first envelope the Individuals/Firms may give conditions/ technical conditions/supporting documents along with earnest money etc. for the work. The second envelope should contain the rate/ price bid only, filled in the tender documents issued from this office. If any condition is added in the price bid, the tender shall be rejected without assigning any reason.
